LORD WILL ACCOMPLISH FOR YOU TODAY, FOR THE EGYPTIANS WHOM
YOU SEE TODAY YOU SHALL NEVER SEE AGAIN. 14 THE LORD WILL FIGHT
FOR YOU, AND YOU HAVE ONLY TO KEEP STILL.”
